	Social Care Projects: Volunteer Programme

 (2 -24 weeks all year round)

Volunteers are offered the opportunity to assist in caring for children who have lost their mothers or fathers or both parents and who have no one to see to their welfare. Volunteers can either stay in the Centers as part of the family or volunteers can live with a separate family and work at the Centers. 

Activities that Volunteers will be involved in:

Bathing and dressing of children
Feeding  children especially the very little ones when  they are hungry
Changing their clothes for children when they are dirty
Playing with the children at all time when there is the need
Washing of children’s clothes
Developing curriculum for teaching

	Rehabilitation for Disability projects; Internship & Volunteer

(May-July, Sep-Dec, Jan-April)

This programme is targeted at people with the skills in working with children with special needs. These could be speech, occupational and other therapist to help in the development of the special needs child. work includes:

· Visiting immobile society members

· Physiotherapy

· Helping with preparation and distribution of food

· Accompanying members to orthopaedic  surgeons

· Assisting in teaching the disabled vocational skills
· Contributing to the upkeep of the Centre

	Medicine & Healthcare: (Internship and volunteering) (8-24 weeks, all year round)

The objective is to create an opportunity for students to practice clinical medicine within the context of a Ghanaian culture. This is offered to Medical Students and Nurses or Qualified Nurses and Doctors to obtain experience of tropical diseases in a practical setting. Participants get the opportunity to identify the common diseases that affect the population in the areas they operate.  They also experience healthcare and medical practice in rural, semi-urban and urban Ghana.  

Activities includes examining patients to taking records of patient, specialty in areas as medicine, Nursing, Nutritionist, Midwifery, Physical, Occupational and Speech Therapist including physiotherapist. And for those who are in training in any of these areas.
	
	

	Teach Ghana 4 weeks to 1 year 

Internship & Volunteer (May-July, Sep-Dec, Jan-April)
This allows participants to share their knowledge and skills with students and teachers in Ghana.. 

Participants, who have interest in working with children, can teach at the Pre-School, Primary and the Senior  level. They are attached to the various classroom teachers so they can assist. 

Pre- School (6 months -6 years) this involves singing, playing and general care of children. One does not need much experience  to work there.

Primary School (6 years-15 years)  and Senior High School ( 16 years to 18 years.) This involves teaching  by giving them lectures on specific subjects mainly on Maths, English and ICT. 

Teaching in areas of Sports and Information Communication Technology (ICT) in the school is highly needed.  You will be required to teach the youth basic English language and Mathematics as well as assist also in the day to day Administration and Information Communication Technology (ICT) centres 
	
	

	Ghana Education Experience program, Volunteer for 2 weeks and 3 weeks between September to December, January to April and   May- July.

 This is exciting short-term education experience in some selected schools in Ghana. This program is open to people of all ages and backgrounds, regardless of nationality or qualifications. Volunteers will certainly gain an amazing life experience from participation in the schools. The unique part of our programs is, we allow volunteers to sample all the tasks being offered and we receive volunteers all year round.

This will be both a fun and rewarding experience. Unlike other volunteer placements, this program has  no hard set objectives or structures to build. This is about building relationships - through connecting teachers and students from across the globe simply by practicing English skills. This program opens the opportunity for volunteers to learn more about Ghanaian schools and interact with students and teachers to practice their English skills. 

What will this entail? The Ghana schools will help direct your classroom participation but the main part of the experience will be interacting with students and teachers by sharing your life, reading stories in classrooms, playing games or soccer with students, etc. Bring photographs of your family and vacations as this is a great icebreaker and students love to view them. 	NGO  Placements (management and finance: Internship (4 -12 weeks)
We are also looking for volunteers who have the ability to assist to administer and manage projects, set up systems, and advice on running organizations. Volunteers typically work in non-governmental organizations, community projects, hospitals, schools and government departments.

	COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS 

Child Development Program: 

Volunteer for 2 weeks to 12 weeks

May-July, Sep-Dec, Jan-April)
This program would focus on developing the formative period of the children between the ages of 6-10 years in reading skills,  writing, spelling B program competition, Sentence formation, letter writing, Poetry writing & Recital, storytelling and basic computer literacy program for children. Volunteers will engage pupils to learn very simple but strategic writing and reading skills that will enhance their ability to communicate at any level. Improving their reading ability through stories; volunteers will direct students to read stories they have heard or know to them and volunteers will also read stories to the students. This will encourage students to read something before a session.

Volunteers will assist Pupils in practicing their writing skills as they write letters to their pen pals at their sister schools.

All lessons are done in the schools either in the selected classrooms or the school Library or centres in the community

Summer School Programme: 

Volunteer Programme. 2-12Weeks 

This  involves working with children and youth from different schools in  communities during the official break of the school calendar to engage in several programs mainly to develop and enhance their skill. From late July till mid September. Volunteers will be expected to stay between 2-6 weeks.
Moral Project: 

Volunteer Programme, 2  to 4 WEEKS  

Engage Volunteers in small projects that will raise the image and build the confidence of individuals, families, schools in the rural poor communities.  This spans from 2-4 weeks. This could simply be the repainting or painting of the inside and outside of  old school buildings, Child Development Centers,   libraries  and community buildings. Drawings of learning aids for pre-schools etc

Health, Sanitation educational Programs: (Available all year round) Volunteer & Internship.  2 to 24 weeks

This is a project entails reaching out to vulnerable communities and schools to build their capacity for a better life, particularly women and children. Activities under this project include, HIV/AIDS,  Sanitation Awareness,  Reproductive Health, Malaria, and Behavioral Change Support (BCS) programs. An existing Outreach Programme is engaged in moving from one community to another for purposes of sensitization on every aspect of Sanitation, malaria and other health concerns that are crucial especially visiting persons leaving with HIV/AIDS. 

Community Ecotourism projects  Volunteer  for -4-12 weeks

We offer the opportunity to work on a number of Community Ecotourism projects that aim to channel income derived from visiting tourists into local communities. An example of this would be helping to establish a variety of different local income-generating initiatives such as local craft production, developing locally managed tourist camps or other attractions. A considerable amount of diplomacy will be needed; as conflicts can arise as a result of different interest groups placing demands on forest resources or other natural resources.

Sports Development Projects : Volunteer & Internship
May-July, Sep-Dec, Jan-April)
Sports projects are popular with those who have a background in playing or coaching soccer, basketball, volleyball, tennis, and more. Most sports projects are attached to schools in communities. we can help you make the most of your time. You will have a schedule for sports in the schools.
Agric & Farming: Volunteer (4-12 weeks)

Farming is one of the largest industries in Ghana and depending on the region of your placement-it is possible to have you experience a chain of production, right from practical experience on the farms, harvesting, production and even 

Packaging for marketing purposes. Such farming industries string from Cocoa plantation, coffee, Mango, Cotton, Tomatoes, Pineapple and many other more

Cultural Immersion Program ( Optional) :Language lessons, music, drumming & dance program (  I week ) please this comes with a cost.

This program offers a rare opportunity for foreign students to benefit from a comprehensive cultural immersion and Twi language (the dominant language in Ghana) experience. This program will be after orientation in Accra.   The participant will undergo One week intensive Twi language instruction, 3 hours day.   The students would be taught by well-experienced Twi language Teachers. The knowledge in Oral Twi language will enable the students to interact freely with the host family and their work placement. Students and volunteers who have done this program have all attested to the immense benefit they have had both at their workplace and when they travel to other parts of the country. The language lessons would be done in the morning, 3 hours a day followed by 3 hours a day of music and dance instruction.

The rest of the time will be used to learn local basic skills in African Art and craft crafts and enjoy life as a Ghanaian experiencing the sights and Ghanaian culture.  The students will stay in host families in Accra, the capital town.
